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That’s News!
When you discover something new, it can change
you! With some family, play a game of Telephone.
Whoever is first, share something about yourself
that the rest of your family might not know. The
last person gets to announce the new information
to the rest of the family! Take turns being first.

LOOK for opportunities to learn something
new about others.

Maybe a gymnastics move, how to play a game,
or create something. Do you know someone who
can help you? Talk to your parent about what you
want to learn and work together to find someone
to teach you about it!

Have someone read it to you
aloud and listen carefully to learn the answers.
